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1.0 Introduction  

1.1 Welcome 
 
Welcome to Stewardship Ontarioôs ñWe Recycleò online steward reporting system. This guidebook will take you 

through the process, step-by-step, of preparing for and then reporting your Annual 2009 MHSM Stewardôs 

Report due by the end of March 2010.   

1.2 First filing requirement 
 
The first filing requirement for stewards of the consolidated MHSW program is the Annual 2009 MHSM 

Stewardôs Report due by the end of March 2010.   

 

This applies to existing Phase 1 stewards and brand new stewards. The guidebook provides detailed 

information for both groups of stewards, as some of the steps are different.  For convenience the 

information is organized as follows: 

 

Á Existing stewards (Phase 1) in Section 2  

Á New stewards (consolidated) in Section 3 

 

The system will be available to stewards after March 1, 2010.  

 

Please note that the data submitted by stewards will be used to update the fee schedules that are in the

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2.0 Phase 1 Stewards  
 
Important note: This guidebook assumes that you have already logged on to Stewardship Ontarioôs upgraded 
ñWeRecycleò Reporting System.  If you have not yet logged on with your User ID and Password, and need 
assistance, please refer to the MHSW Steward Guidebook -Volume 2 - How to Use the WeRecycle 
Reporting System (Phase 1 Stewards) (www.stewardshipontario.ca/werecycle) that will walk you through the 
process, step-by-step.

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3.0 New Stewards  
 
Important note: Companies that are new stewards under the Consolidated MHSW Program will not have User 
IDs and passwords to enter the óWe Recycleô Steward Reporting System. The step-by-step guide to getting a 
User ID, a password and registering as a steward are contained in the first part of the MHSW Steward 
Guidebook -Volume 2 - How to Use the WeRecycle Reporting System (Brand New Stewards)

In preparation for filing this March report, you will need to know:  
 
1) The types of designated materials as defined in the consolidated MHSW Program Plan that your company 

supplied for sale or use in Ontario in 2009 
2) The quantity of each type of designated materials supplied for sale or use in Ontario in 2009 (note these 

data may be required in units sold, litres/milliliters sold, kilograms/grams, or number of pills sold depending 
on the category of MHSM) 

3) The methodology your company used to calculate these data  
4) The brand names for the materials covered in the quarterly report  
 
If you require additional information on the material categories and their reporting units, please refer to MHSW 
Reporting Information for Stewards (Steward Reporting Matrix) in Appendix A.  You should also be sure to 
review all the information provided in MHSW Steward Guidebook - Volume 1 - Stewardsô Obligations

Appendix A: MHSW Reporting Information for Stewards  
 

Please make sure to review these notes if they apply to any of the designated materials for which your company 
is a steward: 

 

1. Obsolete products:  Some MHSW materials managed under the program are no longer supplied for sale or use in 

Ontario and are referred to as obsolete. Companies who produced products that generated obsolete waste are still obligated 
to register with Stewardship Ontario and pay fees as these materials require collection and safe disposal. Examples include 
mercury switches, mercury thermostats, mercury containing measuring devices and certain banned pesticides.  For more 
information about fees for obsolete waste see "return share" in the FAQs published online; or see Vol. 1 of the Consolidated 
Plan. 
 
2. Measured Return Share:  Measured Return Share (or "return share") applies to materials where sufficient data was not 

available and to obsolete products where it was not possible to set accurate fees. It applies to toxics, reactives and 
leachates, banned pesticides and fertilizers, mercury switches and mercury measuring devices. Research and analysis will 
be conducted throughout the year to determine quantities of return share materials collected under the consolidated MHSW 
program.  Costs for collection, consolidation, transportation, recycling or disposal will then be allocated to the appropriate 
steward(s).  
 
3. Reporting Pills:  Stewards have two options for reporting pills.  Option 1: track and report number of pills. Option 2: 
track pills by weight and report totals rolled up with your other solids i.e. creams, granules and/or powders etc.
