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1.0 Introduction

1.1What is the Municipal Hazardous and Special Waste (MHSW) Program?

The Municipal Hazardous and Special Waste (MHSW) Program is a waste collection and recycling plan
designed to ensure that certain consumer hazardous and special wastes (see descriptions of each below) are
managed in an environmentally appropriate way. The overall objectives are to:
¢ Divert this waste from landfill and, as much as possible, into 3Rs (reduce, reuse, recycling) solutions;
e Promotet he A3 Rs0 opti onged,pant)yemdny materi al s
o Ensure the safe handling and disposal of the designated material where the 3Rs are not feasible (e.g.,
pharmaceuticals).

1.2How did the program start?

Stewardship Ontario was designated by the Ontario Minister of the

Environment as the Industry Funding Organization (IFO) to plan,

We operate the MHSW program on behalf of
our stewards to ensure they meet their producer responsibility
obligations set out in the WDA and accompanying regulations and
ministerial directives. In 2010, Stewardship Ontario will be expanding
its MHSW program to include 13 other special household wastes and
hazardous materials including aerosols, rechargeable and industrial
stationary and non-lead acid motive, corrosives and irritants, fire
extinguishers, flammables, fluorescents, leachates, mercury-
containing devices, pharmaceuticals, reactives, sharps and syringes,
and toxics. This consolidated MHSW Program will launch on July 1,
2010. As an industry governed organization, our goal is to promote the
reduction, reuse, and recycling of those materials managed under our
programs.

Companies resident in Ontario that are brand owners, first importers or franchisors supplying any of these
materials for sale or use into the Ontario market are stewards and as such have legal responsibilities under the
program. Municipal Hazardous and Special Material (MHSM) Stewards must report and pay fees to
Stewardship Ontario based on the designated materials they supply into Ontario.

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4.0 How do the fees work?
4.1 What are fees used for?

The Minister of the Environment's Program Request Letter states that the program shall be funded entirely by
stewards, i.e., by companies resident in Ontario that are brand owners or first importers of the designated
products.

The fees cover the following program costs:

e Costs common to all materials

e Materiali specific costs related to operational activities such as collection, transportation, processing,
research and development, etc.

e Contingency costs, built in to protect Stewardship Ontario in case of variance from forecast amounts (both
on cost and sales)

o Deficit recovery i to deal with deficit/surplus in 2008/09 program (this applies only to Phase 1 materials)

4.2 How are fees calculated?

Fees are calculated by dividing the total estimated cost to manage each Municipal Hazardous and Special
Material (MHSM) category by the estimated quantity supplied for sale or use in the Ontario market. Fees will
be levied on individual stewards based on the reported quantity of MHSM supplied for use or sale.

For the first year of the program, the costs were estimated in
consultation with industry and are included in a preliminary
schedule of fees in the consolidated MHSW Program Plan. A
full discussion on the fee setting methodology can be found in
the consolidated MHSW Program Plan - Volume 1 (Section
8). In Volume 2, you can find material-specific plans that
include information on costs and fee rates. To view the fee
rates, please see Schedule A; Appendix B of the Rules or see
Appendix E of this guidebook

Costs for the first year of the program
were estimated in consultation with
industry stakeholders. Many fees
listed in the preliminary schedule will
be recalculated once 2009 sales data
are available from stewards.

Updated fee information will be
provided prior to July 1, 2010.

Many of the fees listed in the preliminary schedule will be
recalculated once 2009 sales data are available from stewards. This updated fee information will be provided
to stewards prior to the start of the program on July 1, 2010. The fees for each material category will be
calculated and updated annually based on how much it costs to manage that material in the program.

Please note that the Rules for the consolidated MHSW Program and all fees will be effective from July 1, 2010
to December 31, 2011 (18 months).
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5.0 Some Frequently Asked Questions

5.1How does the MHSW link with othgrrograms?

WEEE Program

If your company imports electronic equipment that has batteries and/or fluorescent lamps inside, you will
continue to fees under the Waste Electronic and Electrical Equipment (WEEE) program for the designated
electronic and electrical equipment products (e.g., desktop and portable computers, computer peripherals,
monitors, printers, etc.) In addition you must also register for the consolidated MHSW program, and report
and pay fees for batteries, fluorescents lamps or any other designated materials that are embedded in WEEE
or other products (e.g., batteries embedded in toys). Further information on the WEEE program is available at
http://www.ontarioelectronicstewardship.ca/

Blue Box Program

Stewards of aerosol containers are obligated for Blue Box fees on the first six months (January 1st to

June 30th, 2010) of the 2010 obligation year under the Blue Box program, as well as for fees for the second six
months (July 1st to December 31st, 2010) under the consolidated MHSW program. Stewardship Ontario is
currently reviewing the options for reporting and paying the fees under the Blue Box Program to ensure the
correct payment of appropriate fees. The guidebooks will be amended and stewards will be notified when a
final decision is made. Further information on the Blue Box Program is available online.

Phase 1 of the MHSW program

Many Stewards are already registered and reporting as stewards under Phase 1 of the MHSW Program. For a
comparison of the key features of the two programs, please refer to Appendix F.

5.2 Are there any exemptions?

All companies resident in Ontario that are brand owners or first importers of the designated materials are
obligated to participate in this program, regardless of the amount of designated material that is supplied for
sale or use in Ontario. All products that are not specifically excluded are considered to be included in the
program and therefore obligated.

Industry Stewardship Plan

Stewards who wish to take direct responsibility for managing their obligations under the WDA can apply to
WDO for approval of an Industry Stewardship Plan (ISP). The requirements and procedural requirements for
submitting an ISP have been set out by Waste Diversion Ontario on their website http://www.wdo.ca [ISP

information].
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5.3What if lam notresponsible for MHSI¥I

If your company has received notification from Stewardship Ontario, but is not a resident-in-Ontario brand
owner or first importer of any MHSM sold or distributed in Ontario during the program period, then it is not
legally required to register with Stewardship Ontario as a steward of the MHSW program. However, companies
that do register as being exempt will:

1) receive an acknowledgment of their declaration of exemption for the initial program period July 1 2008 to
December 31, 2009 (note that Stewardship Ontario does not issue exemption numbers);
2) receive electronic updates on the program and be aware of changes to the Rules.

5.4What if my company is responsible fHSMin some periods but not others?

If your company is responsible in some periods but not others you must still register as a steward of the MHSW
progr am. I n the periods that your company does not s

5.5What about products that have been banned for sale or use in Ontario?

A number of materials designated under the consolidated program may no longer be supplied for sale or use in
Ontario (e.g., banned pesticides, mercury switches and mercury-containing measuring devices). These are

ref er r eodb stoowastese @dmpanies who produced products that generated obsolete waste are still

obligated to register with Stewardship Ontario, even though they have ceased to supply this material for sale or

use in Ontario. This is because some of these materials will be returned for collection and safe disposal.

Research and analysis will be conducted throughout the year to determine quantities of these materials

collected under the consolidated MHSW program ( r ef er red t o as t h ednedsuredtraturnn s h
shared. ) Costs for collection, consolidation, transportation, recycling or disposal will then be allocated to the
appropriate steward(s). (For more information about fees for obsolete wasteand t he 6r et urn sha

Please make sure to review these notes if they apply to any of the designated materials for which your company
is a steward:

1. Obsolete products: Some MHSW materials managed under the program are no longer supplied for sale or use in
Ontario and are referred to as obsolete. Companies who produced products that generated obsolete waste are still obligated
to register with Stewardship Ontario and pay fees as these materials require collection and safe disposal. Examples include
mercury switches, mercury thermostats, mercury containing measuring devices and certain banned pesticides. For more
information about fees for obsolete waste see "return share" in the FAQs published online; or see Vol. 1 of the Consolidated
Plan.

2. Measured Return Share: Measured Return Share (or "return share") applies to materials where sufficient data was not
available and to obsolete products where it was not possible to set accurate fees. It applies to toxics, reactives and
leachates, banned pesticides and fertilizers, mercury switches and mercury measuring devices. Research and analysis will
be conducted throughout the year to determine quantities of return share materials collected under the consolidated MHSW
program. Costs for collection, consolidation, transportation, recycling or disposal will then be allocated to the appropriate
steward(s).

3. Reporting Pills: Stewards have two options for reporting pills. Option 1: track and report number of pills. Option 2:
track pills by weight and report totals rolled up with your other solids i.e. creams, granules and/or powders etc.
